Bachelor of Science (Mathematics) in 2003, and PhD in 2007 from University of Zaragoza with
a thesis on Group Theory. Since 2006, he has been working in the Department of Mathematics
of the University of Zaragoza, teaching at the Faculty of Social and Human Sciences in Teruel,
at the Faculty of Human and Educational Sciences in Huesca and, finally, at the Faculty of



Education in Zaragoza. He is currently an associate professor in the Faculty of Education
where he is teaching in all Faculty’s degrees: Degrees of Nursery and Primary School
Education, Master's Degree in Teacher for Mandatory Secondary Education, and Master's
Degree in Lifelong learning.

He has been carried out his research in the areas of Mathematics and Mathematics Education.
Within the area of Mathematics, he specializes in Algebra; having published 9 works in JCR
indexed journals from 2008 to 2013. Within the area of Mathematics Education, his research
interests are mainly focused on the teaching of Proportionality on the History of Mathematics
Education, and on Mathematics Teacher Education with around 50 published works, many of
them in JCR and / or SCOPUS journals, such as Revista de Educacion, Ensefianza de las
Ciencias, Historia y Memoria de la Educacion, Bolema, Relime, PNA, RIFOP or AIEM, and
two chapters in monograph research books published by Routledge and Springer, first and
second position in the international publishing companies of the Scholarly Publisher Indicator
in Humanities and Social Science.
